	Stage 3 – Learning Plan

	Learning Activities:

Discussion: What kinds of characters are there in stories? 

· Protagonists

· Antagonists

· Minor characters

Ask students: Who are your favorite characters from TV, books, or movies? 

Why are these characters your favorites? What makes them “good” or well-developed characters?

[List characters and attributes on board]
Ask students to: Take out your scene writing from the previous lesson. 

Activity: If you were to insert your favorite character into this setting, how would they react? Keep in mind to stay true to their character personality, and remember the attributes listed on the board. 

· Allow students to discuss their characters with a partner. Do they agree with how their partners character acted? Do they disagree? 

Activity: With the same character, we’re now going to create a facebook page. You can just write/draw the rough layout of a facebook info page on a piece of paper. Please include the following sections on the facebook page, and complete it how you believe your character would respond

· Profile picture

· Status (I know you can’t see someone status on their info page, just humor me.)

· Friends list

· Favorite quotes

· About me

· Favorite: Books, movies, TV shows

· Other interests

Homework assignment: Create a similar facebook page for a character of your own creation. This will be a character that you will be using in class for the rest of the writing unit, as we create our short stories. The character you create should either be a protagonist or an antagonist.
