	Stage 3 – Learning Plan

	Learning Activities:

Friday Joke: written on the board instead of their daily journal. “Why are there so many Millers in the phone book?” Answer: “Because they all have phones!”
Pre-reading activity: Maze handout. Give students a few minutes to figure out the maze, see if any do. On the back of paper have students write down different ways that the maze could be easier or different ways they could cheat the maze, if they were in one in real life. Tell them we’re going to be reading a story about something similar to a maze - a labyrinth. Ask if any students have read/seen/heard of the story of Theseus and the Minotaur. 
Read the text: Students volunteer to read usually, if no one raises their hand call on students.
Post-reading activity: Someone - Wanted - But - So. Handout worksheet to students. Explain how it works by going through the first character: Ariadne. Go through each section of Ariadne’s SWBS. Have students do the rest with their neighbors. Observe to see how far they are. Once most are finished, ask students for some examples of their SWBSs. 
Packet work: Handout packet. Go through packet question by question with students, having students read some questions or instructions and all aloud. Let students volunteer, unless no one does. If packet is not completed, the rest is homework. 
Collect all work (except packet if it is not completed).
