	Understanding (s)/goals

Students will understand:

- The use of symbolism in the poem “Nothing Gold Can Stay” by Robert Frost

- The use of “Nothing Gold Can Stay” in the novel The Outsiders


	Essential Question(s):

· How is symbolism used in “Nothing Gold Can Stay”?

· How and why is this poem used in the novel?

	Student objectives (outcomes):

Students will be able to:

- Identify the symbols in “Nothing Gold Can Stay” and their relation to the novel as the students have read thus far.

- Rewrite the poem “Nothing Gold Can Stay” in a way that stays true to the symbolic meaning.

	Stage 3 – Learning Plan

	Learning Activities:

- Begin the class with the daily journaling activity. – 3 min. 
- Ask students to get out their books and turn to page [ ]. Tell them that today we will be discussing the poem “Nothing Gold Can Stay”. Ask someone to read the poem aloud. Ask students what they think the poem means. – 5 min.
- Begin a discussion about symbolism in the poem. What is Frost trying to say with the lines in his poem? – 5 min.
- Hand out worksheet and ask students to get in pairs to work on it. Give them time to work but tell them they probably will not finish the poem today. Ask some students to volunteer to read what they have so far. – 20 min.
- Spend remainder of time reading from The Outsiders. – 27 min.
