Hand out worksheet. Students will work on this individually. 

Ask students to move into small groups of three with the students around them. Discuss the answers you wrote for the worksheet with your group and defend your opinion.

Bring the class together to go over the worksheet. Ask that a student from each group volunteer an answer. After each answer ask if anyone disagrees/wants to add something.
Once the class is finished going through the worksheet as a whole, have the students regroup to discuss something that was suggested that they didn’t think of before or an idea that they really liked.
